σίων Επενδύσεων της Γενικής Γραμματείας Δημοσίων 
Επενδύσεων – ΕΣΠΑ του Υπουργείου Ανάπτυξης και 
Ανταγωνιστικότητας, η οποία αποτελεί το Εθνικό Σημείο 
Επαφής (ΕΣΕ, εφεξής) για την υλοποίηση του Χρηματο−
δοτικού Μηχανισμού Ευρωπαϊκού Οικονομικού Χώρου 
περιόδου 2009−2014 στην Ελλάδα, σύμφωνα με το από 
7−11−2011 Μνημόνιο Κατανοήσεως μεταξύ των Δότριων 
Χωρών και της Ελληνικού Δημοσίου, με το συνολικό 
ποσό του ενός εκατομμυρίου εβδομήντα ενός χιλιάδων 
και διακοσίων είκοσι Ευρώ (€ 1.071.220,00), κατ’ ανώτατο 
επιτρεπτό όριο, ως «Φορέα Υλοποίησης» για την υλο−
ποίηση της Συμφωνίας με τίτλο: «Χρηματοδότηση της 
Τεχνικής Βοήθειας και του Αποθεματικού Διμερών Σχέ−
σεων σε Εθνικό Επίπεδο» (εφεξής, Συμφωνία), η οποία 
αποτελεί το Παράρτημα Ι της παρούσας απόφασης. Πε−
ραιτέρω, η παρούσα απόφαση περιλαμβάνει αντίστοιχα, 
ως παραρτήματα, τόσο τον συνολικό προϋπολογισμό 
της περιόδου υλοποίησης σύμφωνα με το άρθρο 7.12.6 
του Κανονισμού (Παράρτημα ΙΙ) όσο και το εγκεκριμένο 
«Σχέδιο Δράσης και Σύστημα Υλοποίησης για το Αποθε−
ματικό Διμερών Σχέσεων σε Εθνικό Επίπεδο» σύμφωνα 
με το άρθρο 2.5. της Συμφωνίας (Παράρτημα ΙΙΙ). 

2. Η ως άνω χρηματοδότηση καλύπτεται κατά 100% 
(ήτοι € 1.071.220) από πόρους του Χρηματοδοτικού Μη−
χανισμού Ευρωπαϊκού Οικονομικού Χώρου (ΧΜ ΕΟΧ, 
εφεξής) περιόδου 2009 – 2014. Ειδικότερα, το ως άνω 
συνολικό ποσό κατανέμεται ως ακολούθως: ποσό ύψους 
754.220€ ως μέγιστο ποσό χορήγησης χρηματοδότησης 
της «Τεχνικής Βοήθειας» σύμφωνα με το άρθρο 2.3. της 
Συμφωνίας και ποσό ύψους 317.000€ ως μέγιστο ποσό 
χορήγησης χρηματοδότησης του «Αποθεματικού για 
διμερείς σχέσεις σε εθνικό επίπεδο» σύμφωνα με το άρ−
θρο 2.4. της Συμφωνίας. Η χρηματοδότηση τόσο για την 
«Τεχνική Βοήθεια» όσο και για το «Αποθεματικό για δι−
μερείς σχέσεις σε εθνικό επίπεδο» καλύπτει τη χρονική 
περίοδο από την ημερομηνία υπογραφής του Μνημονίου 
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Κατανοήσεως για την υλοποίηση του ΧΜ ΕΟΧ 2009−
2014 στην Ελλάδα, η οποία είναι η ημερομηνία έναρξης 
επιλεξιμότητας δαπανών, ήτοι η 7η Νοεμβρίου 2011 έως 
την 31η Δεκεμβρίου 2017, ημερομηνία ολοκλήρωσης της 
υλοποίησης Χρηματοδοτικού Μηχανισμού ΕΟΧ 2009−
2014, η οποία και αποτελεί καταληκτική ημερομηνία 
επιλεξιμότητας των δαπανών, και θα χρησιμοποιηθεί 
αποκλειστικά και μόνο για τη χρηματοδότηση της συ−
γκεκριμένης Συμφωνίας. Η κατανομή του προϋπολογι−
σμού της «Τεχνικής Βοήθειας» σε επιλέξιμες κατηγορίες 
δαπανών παρατίθεται στο παράρτημα ΙΙ της παρούσας 
απόφασης, ενώ η κατανομή του προϋπολογισμού του 
«Αποθεματικού για διμερείς σχέσεις σε εθνικό επίπε−
δο» σε προ−επιλεγμένες επιλέξιμες δράσεις ή πράξεις 
παρατίθενται στο παράρτημα ΙΙΙ αυτής.

3. Η υλοποίηση των δράσεων της «Τεχνικής Βοήθειας» 
γίνεται σύμφωνα με το Π.Δ. 4/2002 αναλογικά εφαρ−
μοζόμενο για τις χρηματοδοτήσεις του ΧΜ ΕΟΧ 2009−
2014 και με το Σύστημα Διαχείρισης και Ελέγχου και 
ειδικότερα με το άρθρο 40 αυτού. 

4. Οι προ−επιλεγμένες επιλέξιμες δράσεις ή πράξεις 
στο πλαίσιο «Αποθεματικό για διμερείς σχέσεις σε 
εθνικό επίπεδο» ακολουθούν το εγκεκριμένο σύστη−
μα υλοποίησης που περιγράφεται στο «Σχέδιο Δράσης 
και Σύστημα Υλοποίησης για το Αποθεματικό Διμερών 
Σχέσεων σε Εθνικό Επίπεδο» και το οποίο αποτελεί το 
παράρτημα ΙΙΙ της παρούσας απόφασης. 

5. Η Ειδική Υπηρεσία Διαχείρισης & Παρακολούθησης 
Λοιπών Αναπτυξιακών Προγραμμάτων (ΕΥΔ & ΠΛΑΠ) της 
Γενικής Διεύθυνσης Αναπτυξιακού Προγραμματισμού, 
Περιφερειακής Πολιτικής και Δημοσίων Επενδύσεων 
του Υπουργείου Ανάπτυξης και Ανταγωνιστικότητας, 
έχει οριστεί ως «Εθνικό Σημείο Επαφής» (εφεξής ΕΣΕ) 
(“National Focal Point”) και ως Φορέας Υλοποίησης της 
συγκεκριμένης Συμφωνίας. Το ΕΣΕ είναι υπεύθυνο και 
υπόλογο για τη συνολική διαχείριση του Χρηματοδο−
τικού Μηχανισμού ΕΟΧ περιόδου 2009 − 2014 στο Δι−
καιούχο κράτος, καθώς και για την ορθή και χρηστή 
υλοποίηση της Συμφωνίας. 

6. Η υλοποίηση του συγκεκριμένου Προγράμματος 
στο πλαίσιο του ΧΜ ΕΟΧ 2009 – 2014 θα εκτελεστεί 
σύμφωνα με:

6.1. το Πρωτόκολλο 38b
6.2. τον Κανονισμό 
6.3. το Μνημόνιο Κατανοήσεως 
6.4. την Συμφωνία 
6.5. τις Κατευθυντήριες Οδηγίες της Επιτροπής ΧΜ 

ΕΟΧ
6.6. Το Σύστημα Διαχείρισης και Ελέγχου για την 

υλοποίηση του ΧΜ ΕΟΧ περιόδου 2009 – 2014, όπως 
ορίζεται με σχετική κοινή υπουργική απόφαση (ΦΕΚ 
781/Β/28.3.2014) και ισχύει.

6.7. Τις λοιπές κατευθυντήριες οδηγίες που έχουν θε−
σπισθεί και έχουν υιοθετηθεί από τις αρμόδιες εμπλεκό−
μενες ελληνικές αρχές, όπως το Εθνικό Σημείο Επαφής, 
την Αρχή Πιστοποίησης και την Αρχή Ελέγχου, όπως 
εκάστοτε ισχύουν.

Οι διατάξεις των υποπαραγράφων 6.1 μέχρι 6.5 αυτού 
του άρθρου υπερισχύουν των διατάξεων των υποπαρα−
γράφων 6.6 και 6.7.

7. Το περιγραφόμενο στο προηγούμενο άρθρο Θε−
σμικό και Κανονιστικό Πλαίσιο για την υλοποίηση της 
Συμφωνίας στο πλαίσιο του ΧΜ ΕΟΧ 2009 – 2014 εί−
ναι δεσμευτικό για τον Φορέα Υλοποίησης. Ο Φορέας 
Υλοποίησης θα πρέπει να συμμορφώνεται πλήρως με 

τις διατάξεις που περιλαμβάνονται στις διατάξεις που 
αναφέρονται στις υποπαραγράφους 6.1 μέχρι 6.7 του 
άρθρου 6, συμπεριλαμβανομένων και υποχρεώσεων που 
ισχύουν μετά την ολοκλήρωση της Συμφωνίας. 

8. Το Εθνικό Σημείο Επαφής (ΕΣΕ) ως Φορέας Υλοποίη−
σης είναι υπεύθυνο για την εφαρμογή της από 5−12−2013 
υπογεγραμμένης Συμφωνίας και συγκεκριμένα, αλλά όχι 
περιοριστικά, έχει την ευθύνη:

8.1. Να εξασφαλίσει ότι η υλοποίηση της Συμφωνίας 
θα γίνει σύμφωνα με τις διατάξεις των υποπαραγράφων 
6.1 μέχρι 6.7 του άρθρου 6. 

8.2. Να εξασφαλίσει ότι, θα υλοποιήσει και θα ολοκλη−

8.3. Να εξασφαλίσει ότι θα λάβει τα απαραίτητα μέτρα 
προκειμένου να διασφαλισθεί η εκπλήρωση των υπο−
χρεώσεων για την επίτευξη του στόχου της Συμφωνίας.

8.4. Να εξασφαλίσει ότι παρέχεται όλη η πληροφορία 
που απαιτείται για την τήρηση της Συμφωνίας.

8.5. Να προβαίνει στις απαραίτητες και κατάλληλες δι−
ευθετήσεις προκειμένου να εξασφαλίσει ότι δεσμεύεται 
πλήρως αναφορικά με την εφαρμογή του Κανονισμού, 
της Συμφωνίας καθώς και της παρούσας απόφασης και 
συγκεκριμένα ότι είναι σε θέση να διαχειρισθεί και να 
υλοποιήσει τη Συμφωνία.

8.6. Να εξασφαλίσει ότι λαμβάνει όλα τα απαραίτη−
τα μέτρα προκειμένου να ελαχιστοποιείται η εμφάνιση 
παρατυπιών κατά την υλοποίηση των εγκεκριμένων 
δράσεων και πράξεων στο πλαίσιο της Συμφωνίας πε−
ριλαμβάνοντας και μέτρα που αφορούν στην ανάκτηση 
των αχρεωστήτως καταβληθέντων ποσών. 

8.7. Να εξασφαλίσει ότι η συγχρηματοδότηση χρη−
σιμοποιείται αποκλειστικά για τους σκοπούς της Συμ−
φωνίας και ότι κάθε απαιτούμενη οικονομική συμμετο−
χή σε σχέση με την συγχρηματοδότηση εκταμιεύεται 
εγκαίρως.

8.8. Να εξασφαλίσει τη συμμόρφωση με τη σχετική 
Κοινοτική και Εθνική νομοθεσία, συμπεριλαμβανομένης 
της νομοθεσίας που αφορά στους δημόσιους διαγωνι−
σμούς και στις κρατικές ενισχύσεις.

8.9. Να εξασφαλίσει την τήρηση κανόνων περί δημο−
σιότητας και προβολής της Συμφωνίας σύμφωνα με 
τον Κανονισμό, την Προγραμματική Συμφωνία και τις 
συναφείς Οδηγίες Δημοσιότητας (“Publicity Guidelines”).

8.10. Να εξασφαλίσει την υποβολή προς την Επιτροπή 
Χρηματοδοτικού Μηχανισμού ΕΟΧ μέσω του Γραφείου 
Χρηματοδοτικού Μηχανισμού, κατόπιν αίτησης, όλων 
των εγγράφων και πληροφοριών σχετικών με την υλο−
ποίηση της Συμφωνίας. 

8.11. Να προβαίνει στις αναγκαίες και κατάλληλες εκεί−
νες διευθετήσεις, εφόσον απαιτούνται, προκειμένου να 
ενδυναμώσει ή να τροποποιήσει τη Συμφωνία σύμφωνα 
με το άρθρο 2.8 αυτής.

8.12. Να διασφαλίζει ότι υποβάλλει οικονομικές εκ−
θέσεις, ετήσιες εκθέσεις, την τελική έκθεση της Συμ−
φωνίας.

9. Κάθε τροποποίηση της εγκεκριμένης Συμφωνίας και 
των προϋπολογισμών, που πιθανόν ο Φορέας Υλοποί−
ησης επιθυμεί να πραγματοποιήσει, θα υπόκειται στις 
διατάξεις του άρθρου 2.8 της Συμφωνίας. 

10. Η παρούσα απόφαση παραμένει σε ισχύ για πε−
ρίοδο πέντε ετών μετά την ημερομηνία αποδοχής της 
«Τελικής Έκθεσης Στρατηγικής» από την Επιτροπή ΧΜ 
ΕΟΧ 2009−2014. 
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PREAMBLE 

According to the respective Regulation and the Memorandum of Understanding signed 
between the Hellenic Republic and the Donor States for the implementation of the EEA 
FM 2009-2014 in Greece, the Beneficiary State set aside a 0.5% of the total allocation, 
which corresponds to 317.000€, for a Fund contributing to the strengthening of 
Bilateral Relations between Iceland, Liechtenstein, Norway and Greece in selected 
priority sectors. The aim of the aforementioned Fund is to establish long-lasting 
cooperation so that mainly institutions and organizations between the Donor States 
and the Beneficiary State can continue to work together and share experience. The 
Fund should further strengthen political, professional, social and economic ties and lay 
foundations between the donor and the beneficiary country.  

 
The present work plan presents the strategy that will be followed by the Hellenic 
Authorities and particularly by the National Focal Point (NFP), which is the designated 
entity for planning, organizing, managing and monitoring the use of the 
aforementioned fund. In particular, the work plan provides a brief overview of the 
proposed activities under the fund and a brief description of the system to be put in 
place for the implementation of the fund for the donors’ approval. It should be noted 
that for the elaboration of this work plan, it was taken into consideration: 

 the Regulation on the implementation of the EEA FM 2009-2014; 
 the MoU signed between the Hellenic Republic and the Donor Sates;  
 the Joint Ministerial Decision on management and control of the 

implementation of the EEA FM 2009-2014 (Official Government Gazette 
1307/2nd Issue/30-05-2013) and the guidelines issued by the EEA FMC on the 
aforementioned issue; 

 the Guideline for strengthened bilateral relations adopted by the Financial 
Mechanism Committee on 29-03-2012; 

 informal round of consultations between the National Focal Point and the Royal 
Norwegian Embassy in Athens and finally  

 close cooperation with Greek stakeholders (e.g. Programme Operators, NGOs, 
Port Authorities, “INVEST IN GREECE”, etc) and relevant line ministries 
(Ministry of Environment, Energy and Climate Change, Ministry of Labor, Social 
Insurance and Welfare, Ministry of Foreign Affairs, etc) in order to identify and 
assess  different interests and needs. 

 
The present work plan shall be subject to annual review and necessary modifications 
where appropriate during the years of its implementation (2013-2016).  
 

Existing bilateral relations between the Hellenic Republic and the Donor 
States 

Iceland 

Greece’s diplomatic relations with the Republic of Iceland on a bilateral basis are 
supported through a parallel accreditation of the Icelandic Embassy in Oslo. An 
Honorary Consulate General of Iceland is also located in Piraeus and deals mainly with 
commercial matters. Similarly, a Honorary Consulate General of Greece exists in 
Reykjavik. Few Greek citizens live in Iceland. Nevertheless a Greek-Icelandic Cultural 
Club in Reykjavik is active and is mainly supported by 200 Icelanders whose aim is to 
strengthen cultural bonds between the two Nations. 
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Liechtenstein 
 

The Principality of Liechtenstein and the Hellenic Republic have not yet entered 
into formal diplomatic relations. Lichtenstein’s interests in Greece are formally 
represented by the Embassy of Switzerland. 
(http://www.regierung.li/ministerien/ministerium-fuer-aeusseres-bildung-und-kultur/en-
diplomatic-representations).  There is a subsidiary of a Lichtenstein company in Greece, 
i.e. Hilti (http://www.hilti.gr/holgr/).  No cultural activities/interests between the two 
countries so far exist. Therefore, the only relationship between the two countries is the 
implementation of the EEA Grants since 1999. 

 
 
Norway 
Greece’s bilateral relations with the Kingdom of Norway, in addition to common 
participation in a number of international organizations and institutions (NATO, EEA, 
OECD, U.N., Council of Europe, etc.) are excellent. There is a Greek community in 
Norway (ca 1,500 citizens) which represents immigrants from as early as the 60’s. 
Reversely Greece lies in the top-ten of the most preferable tourist destinations for 
Norwegian citizens. Cooperation between Greek and Norwegian institutions has been 
achieved through EEA Grants’ partnerships mainly of prior funding periods. According 
to “Invest in Greece S.A.”, there is also a Greek company (Frigoglass Nordic AS) 
having invested in Norway in cooperation with Norwegian Companies mainly in the 
chemical and food sector. About fourteen (14) Norwegian Companies are operating in 
Greece currently, the majority in the shipping sector.  Although the total amount of 
direct Norwegian investment in Greece remains relatively low, it should be noted that 
the Norwegian Pension Fund has invested in 27 Greek companies with a total current 
investment of NOK 2.3 billion. 
 
Bilateral cooperation was established long ago in culture and archeology, mainly 
through the activities of the Norwegian Institute at Athens. Also, Norwegian culture – 
classical and contemporary – through cooperation with Greek entities is prominent on 
a regular basis (architecture exhibitions, concerts, photo exhibitions, theatre, etc.). 
 
 
Strengthening Bilateral Relations through the EEA Grants 09-14 

Bilateral relations among countries refer to political, economic, cultural and historic 
ties and cooperation. Strong bilateral relations are characterized by close cooperation 
between institutions and persons at administrative and political level, as well as in the 
private sector, academia and civil society. It includes mutual knowledge, 
understanding and public awareness about the other countries and the ties existing 
between them.  Such cooperation is facilitated and supported in the current EEA grant 
period as Greece is entitled to a total of 63,4 million euros. The funds will be allocated 
through five programmes and will cover the following programme areas: 

 Integrated marine and inland water management; 

 Renewable Energy;  

 Funds for Non-Governmental Organizations; 

 Institutional Framework in the Asylum and Migration Sector; 

 Academic research within priority sectors.  

Although there has been a strong focus on ensuring a strong bilateral aspect in all 
programmes, the edge is captured within the programme area “Institutional 
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Framework in the Asylum and Migration Sector”. Greece has for many years been the 
gateway to Europe for thousands of migrants. The country has not had a well-
functioning asylum and migration system. The present situation puts therefore a huge 
pressure on the few structures that exist for asylum seekers and migrants as Greece 
has an international obligation to safeguard people’s right to seek asylum and ensure 
that every asylum seeker receives fair treatment according to UN Conventions and EU 
rules. Most centers for asylum seekers and irregular migrants are run by non-
governmental organizations (NGOs), and depend on short-term and unstable funding. 
The reception capacity is inadequate–many asylum seekers and irregular migrants end 
up sleeping in parks or public squares. Together with the EU, Greek authorities have 
presented an action plan on how to establish a comprehensive asylum and migration 
system. The EEA Grants provide a significant amount (about one third of the total 
allocation for Greece) towards actions that complement the National Action Plan on 
Asylum. The Norwegian Directorate of Immigration (UDI) is the Donor Programme 
Partner (DPP) of the aforementioned programme as it is sharing its expertise and 
experience with Greece to strengthen its migration management system. UDI is also 
working closely with the IOM and the UNHCR, who will manage projects and/or provide 
technical expertise. 

 
Hence, regarding the aforementioned case, bilateral relations are seen as a way of 
bonding mutual understanding with sister organizations at various European arenas, 
such as sharing knowledge and forming common standpoints as well as solving 
European challenges together in order to find common solutions. The programme 
partnerships promote professional cooperation between public authorities at policy 
level. The DPP cooperates with the programme operator by:  

 providing advice and assistance in the programme strategy, design or 
implementation e.g. preparing calls;  

 facilitating networking between the programme operator and potential project 
promoters and/or project partners from the donor countries;  

 advising on and reaching out to possible donor country project partners; 
 advising on possible activities within the programme to strengthen the bilateral 

aspect.  
 
As far as the DDP is concerned, the expected benefits of the aforementioned 
partnership are estimated to be the following: 

 international exposure and building long-term professional networks; 
 closer cooperation with the EU system in general and with the Greek 

system specifically; 
 increased staff motivation and satisfaction; 
 access to new knowledge and expertise. 

 
The beneficiary country profits from the Norwegian technical expertise through 
dialogue and sharing of experiences and best practices with other professionals and 
gaining more knowledge about the sector policy and culture in the other country.   
 
 
Achievements in respect of bilateral cooperation under the EEA Grants 2004 09

The implementation of the selected individual projects within EEA grants 2004 – 2009 
enhanced cooperation between the Donor States and specifically between Norway and 
the Hellenic Republic within almost 13% (5 in 38) (i.e. 4,759,782€) of the individual 
projects. Official partnership agreements with Donor State (Norwegian) partners were 
concluded in the fields of human resources development, academic research as well as 
environment and sustainable development. However, the content and quality of 
cooperation varied.  
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During the implementation of the EEA FM 2004-2009, boosting cooperation in 
education and research was an aim that was mostly shared by the Beneficiary State 
and the Donor States through the implementation of the mobility and scholarship fund 
programme as well as the completion of individual projects focused on academic 
research. The “Mobility and Scholarship Fund Programme” was managed by the 
National Technical University of Athens (NTUA) and with a grant of €991.527.  
 
The Greek Mobility and Scholarship Fund chose to focus on mobility grants for Master’s 
and PhD students in the elds of environment protection and sustainable development. 
Following open calls, 25 scholarships were granted averaging 2.500€ each. At least 
five different higher educational establishments in Norway acted as host institutions. 
Although the impact was limited, given the small number of people and institutions 
involved, feedback was very positive. The Fund was well managed by an institution 
highly experienced in this eld and the well defined targeting made best use of the 
available funding.  
 
The main added value of bilateral cooperation was the transfer of knowledge and also 
the bilateral promotion is a basis for cooperation in the future. Experiences and best 
practices regarding cultural heritage, research activity and environmental processes 
were exchanged. 

Aggregate Results

The implementation of the EEA Grants for period 2004 – 2009 can be characterized of 
its great variety in regard of types of projects corresponding to priority sectors of 
intervention as set in the MoU in force for that period.  In particular, there have been 
implemented projects concerning, among other categories, environmental protection 
and sustainability, European cultural heritage, assistance to vulnerable groups like 
children and abused women and scientific research. 
 
The produced results of such projects made a positive impact in their fields of 
intervention and the community related and / or affected from their implementation.  
Moreover, some of them may be considered as good practices.   
 
The successful continuation of the Poseidon project by the Hellenic Center for Marine 
Research (HCMR), funded exclusively from day one by the EEA Grants from past 
period, is one example – good practice of an environmental project concentrated in the 
study and research of marine waters.   
 
Other examples of environmental interventions have been projects concerning re-
forestation of areas afflicted from the devastating forest fires of 2007 and relevant 
activities concentrating in the prevention of similar incidents in the future. 
 
Another example is the positive contribution of many NGOs in the assistance of 
vulnerable groups such as women and children as well as immigrants and the 
confrontation of incidents of violence, abuse, racism and xenophobia.  Such NGOs and 
Organizations that made a positive impact is the Drama Ladies’ Union, the Research 
Centre for Gender Equality, EKPOSPO “Nostos” Organization for Social Intervention 
etc. 
 
Finally, numerous research projects, innovative in their field, have been successfully 
implemented considerably contributing to science.  Examples of such projects include 
the activities concerning the cord blood bank for children implemented by the 
Biomedical Research Foundation of the Academy of Athens, research regarding 
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Neurodegenerative Diseases implemented by the Aristotle University of Thessaloniki, 
only to name a few. 
 
The above examples indicate the gathered experience gained as well as the aggregate 
results from the implementation of the EEA Grants for the previous period (2004 – 
2009).  To this context, the involved and responsible Hellenic Authorities (the NFP and 
the Programme Operators) will try to utilize to greater possible depth the 
aforementioned gained implementation experience and knowledge in the programming 
and implementation phase of the EEA Grants of the new period (2009 -2014) and to 
reflect this to the Programme Areas as set in the new MoU in force. 
 

Objective of the Fund for bilateral relations at national level in Greece

Taking into consideration the expected results of bilateral cooperation, the donor 
countries and the Hellenic Republic would like to see a clear EEA footprint and long-
term wider effects as a result of institutions working together and finding common 
ground for extending their cooperation.  
 
Cooperation financed by this fund could provide a platform for increased political, 
cultural, professional and academic relations and will prepare the ground for future 
cooperation. Therefore, both the Donor States’ entities and the relevant selected 
national stakeholders in the Beneficiary State shall be able to access and benefit from 
the fund for specific activities. The selection of the activity areas and projects as well 
as the selection of the national stakeholders in the Beneficiary State (Project 
Promoters) and their relevant Donor Project Partners is the result of negotiation - 
consultation between the NFP, the Royal Norwegian Embassy in Athens and the FMO.  

As a result of negotiations with the Donors, the Financial Mechanism Office and the 
Royal Norwegian Embassy in Athens, the main areas for enhancing bilateral co-
operation at national level have been identified as follows: 

 Energy 
 Youth Cooperation 
 Social Inclusion 
 Good Governance 

 
 
For the aforementioned assessment, it was taken into consideration: 

1.  common wish between the donor states and the beneficiary state to 
establish new relations; 

2.  the economic situation in the beneficiary state that at present must 
promote actions which reflect solidarity and awareness between the EEA 
member states in order to reduce social and economic disparities; 

3.  specific European issues that challenge both the beneficiary state and 
the donor states so that they could collaborate or promote activities 
jointly. 

 

Main principles of implementation

General aspects 
 
The Bilateral Fund at national level constitutes a flexible source of funding for 
initiatives to both the donor states and the beneficiary one. As the donors expect a 
strategic use of the bilateral fund at national level, activities can go beyond the scope 
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of the programmes agreed in the MoU according to the needs of the Beneficiary State 
after consultation and agreement with Donors.  
 
As it was mentioned, the allocated budget for the bilateral fund at national level is 
317,000€ according to MoU signed between the donor states and the beneficiary state 
and it is financed 100% from EEA Grants resources. 
 
The Minister of Development and Competitiveness has signed a common Programme 
Agreement on the Technical Assistance Fund and the Fund for Bilateral Relations at 
National Level (“TA Agreement”) with the Donor States. 
 
In particular, identification of the proposed relevant activities to be financed under the 
specific fund is a result of assessing necessary issues of interest to both donor states 
and the beneficiary state after: 

 extensive informal round of consultations between the National Focal Point and 
the Royal Norwegian Embassy in Athens and finally  

 Continuous close cooperation by the NFP with Greek stakeholders and relevant 
line ministries (Ministry of Labor) in order to map different interests and needs. 

 
It should be noted that eligible project promoters and their donor project partners are 
– in accordance with EEA regulations - public entities or private legal entities who act 
for the public interest as well as academic or research institutions / centres and NGOs, 
and who have the capacity and the management competence to carry out certain 
tasks.  
 
A Bilateral Fund Committee with representatives from the Norwegian Embassy, FMO 
and NFP will be established by the NFP in order to meet regularly (at least every six 
months) to identify, assess and monitor the implementation of BFNL.   
 
As the total budget of the Fund is quite limited, only complementary initiatives such as 
conferences, workshops, study tours, studies, consultations, information activities, etc. 
are going to be financed. Therefore, as the projects are going to be pre-defined and 
agreed upon in the present work plan and can be revised or updated during the annual 
meetings, there are no open calls for proposals envisaged within this fund. 
 
The pre-defined activities presented in this Work Plan are approved by the FMO upon 
approval of the Work Plan itself. No further approval from the FMO is need with 
regards to the activities listed in Annex A of this Work Plan. If there are changes, 
activities added or dropped, the FMO needs to be consulted however.   
 
The NFP, after consultation with the Norwegian Embassy, will in such cases compile a 
list of potential project proposals with as many details on the projects as possible, 
after having examined and assessed whether the proposed projects fall under the 
scope of the BFNL and the approved work plan, where applicable, and if they are found 
consistent and fully justified. 
 
The agreed list is then forwarded to the FMO for approval by the Donors. The list shall 
include the priority area, the scope of the project, its objectives, project justification 
for compliance with the criteria set for NBF funding, institutions involved, potential 
donor project partners, the project promoter as well as the number, positions and role 
of participants for the specific project. Agendas of the events shall be attached to each 
application.  
 

• Upon approval by the FMO, the NFP proceeds to the issue of a Ministerial 
Decision which will have the form of a project implementation contract. This 
Ministerial Decision will have a dual role: 
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1. a.   For projects that are going to be executed by public legal entities (i.e. 
Ministry of Labour, Ministry of Environment, etc), it allows their 
registration within the Public Investment Programme (PIP) according 
to the national legislative context. In this case, the Hellenic 
Authorities have decided to pre-finance EEA Grants projects by 
national resources from the Public Investment Programme in order 
to manage and mitigate risk in funding the approved projects on 
time. The Certifying Authority will take care of transferring the EEA 
Grants contribution from the Ministry of Development and 
Competitiveness’s Bank of Greece account to the account of Public 
Income within the same bank. 

1. b.   For projects that are going to be executed by private legal entities or 
NGOs (i.e. SEN/JA Greece etc), there is no need of registering the 
project within the Public Investment Programme. The Certifying 
Authority will take care of transferring the EEA Grants contribution 
from the Ministry’s of Development and Competitiveness Bank of 
Greece account to the bank accounts of project promoters. 

2. Transfers the NFP obligations arising from the Programme 
Agreement to the Project Promoters in a way that ensures the 
smooth and effective implementation of the project.

After issuing the Ministerial Decision, the project promoter shall carry out the project 
as planned. 

 
 
The implementation system for the NBF shall be in line with stipulations of Article 
3.1.3. of the Guidelines for strengthened bilateral relations, as well as the stipulations 
laid down in the Management and Control System approved by the Audit Authority.   
 
Involved Parties 
   
The National Focal Point – Special Service for the Management and Monitoring of Other 
Development Programmes within the Ministry of Development and Competitiveness - 
is the designated entity for organizing, managing and monitoring the bilateral fund at 
national level in the beneficiary State according to the Regulation and to the respective 
Memorandum of Understanding. Also, it is responsible for ensuring that the bilateral 
activities are implemented in accordance with the Regulation, the EU and national 
legislation and along with the present work plan, it monitors the progress and quality 
of their implementation.  
 
The regulatory and legislative framework for managing and controlling the 
implementation of the aforementioned fund is the following: 
 

 Protocol 38b to the EEA Agreement; 
 the MoU signed between the Hellenic Republic and the Donor States;  
 the Regulation on the implementation of the EEA FM 2009-2014;  
 the Joint Ministerial Decision on management and control of the 

implementation of the EEA FM 2009-2014 (Official Government Gazette 
1307/2nd Issue/30-05-2013) (hereinafter Management and Control System); 

 the Guideline for strengthened bilateral relations adopted by the Financial 
Mechanism Committee on 29-03-2012; 

 PD 4/2002 regarding the financing of activities under the Technical Assistance 
Fund. 

 
It should be noted that the role and responsibility of other designated Beneficiary 
State authorities that are explicitly described within the approved Management and 
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Control System, such as the Certifying Authority and the Audit Authority, are applied 
to the implementation of the aforementioned fund. 
 
In general, for the implementation of the bilateral fund at national level, the NFP and 
the involved Hellenic authorities are going to use the principles of the approved by the 
EEA FMC Management and Control System in terms of eligible project promoters, 
Donor State partners, eligible activities and categories of expenditure, progress 
reporting, irregularity reporting, certifying the expenses, payment procedures, 
information and publicity process etc. However, the basis for approving activities and 
budgets and making payments, contractual arrangements and justification of 
expenditures is the PD 4/2002.  
 
Costs under the Bilateral Fund at National Level are eligible from the date of signature 
of the MoU, i.e. from 8 November 2011. However, the disbursement from the donors 
will only take place after the present work plan will be agreed by the Donor States.  
 
The National Focal Point will report on the use of the bilateral fund and the results 
achieved in the Annual Strategic Report. The implementation of the work plan will be 
discussed in the annual meetings where new initiatives for the coming year could also 
be agreed upon. The work plan may be modified and updated with the approval of the 
donors.  
 
In the Strategic Report, the NFP will describe what has been achieved by the use of 
the fund and to what extent the activities have contributed to strengthened bilateral 
relations. Specifically, the Strategic Report forms the basis for the discussions at the 
annual meeting with the Donor and therefore the NFP will provide: 

1. an assessment of the contribution of the Grants towards the reduction of social 
and economic disparities in the beneficiary state and towards strengthening of 
bilateral relations with the donor states; 

2. a summary of actual outputs and an assessment of progress towards expected 
outcomes for each program; 

3. a section in the report regarding the use of bilateral fund at national level as 
well as activities planned for the coming year.  

 
Regarding the assessment of the results towards the bilateral objective, the NFP will 
use the standard quantitative indicators listed in par. 2.2. and 7.1.2.1.of the Guideline 
for strengthened bilateral relations as well as some of the qualitative indicators, where 
appropriate, listed in par. 7.1.2.2. of the aforementioned Guideline.  
 
As the activities listed in the work plan are indicative, the NBF work plan can be 
adjusted in the course of actions throughout the EEA Grants implementation period 
until 31 October 2017 in order to ensure efficient use of the funds and to foster 
mutually profitable and sustainable bilateral cooperation between the Hellenic Republic 
and the Donor States. 
 
Any major modifications to the Work Plan should be discussed and decided at the 
Annual Meeting.  
 
Publicity Requirements 
 
The NFP, in order to conform to the publicity requirements as stipulated in the 
Regulation, is at the stage of preparing and launching of a website (www.eeagrants.gr) 
dedicated to the implementation EEA Grants, providing to the public all relevant 
information in the Greek and English language. 
 
In regard to the Bilateral Fund, all information related to the publicity requirements will 
be available to the public and to all interested parties.  These requirements are no 
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different to the general publicity requirements pertaining to the implementation of 
Programmes.  In particular, the content of this web site concerning the Bilateral Fund 
will incorporate the following: 
 

– Information on the overall objectives of the fund and on bilateral cooperation 
with Donor State;  

– Information on impact of the Bilateral Fund on the preparation of 
implementation of the financial mechanism;  

– All relevant documents; 
– Information regarding eligibility of activities and expenditures; 
– Links to all Programme websites and to the particular information regarding 

bilateral relations; 
– Links to websites of other relevant institutions;  
– Contact information. 

 
 
Payments -Reimbursement of expenses 
 
In order to facilitate the implementation and ensure adequate control and audit trail, 
payments will be made to the Project Promoter after the submission to the NFP, 
evaluation and acceptance of an implementation report together with a payment 
request.  The implementation report, which will explicitly describe the progress made 
in terms of physical and financial object, will be submitted along with all relevant 
invoices / proof of incurred costs pertaining to the completion of the activities involved. 
 
The NFP will communicate the report template and all required supporting 
documentation in advance so as to avoid any misunderstandings and/or delays to 
reimbursements.  It is noted that depending on the type of the Applicant Article 7.13.3 
of the Regulation may be applied. 
 
After completion of the respective project, the Project Promoter shall submit a report 
to the NFP and to the Certifying Authority containing expenditure supporting 
documents. 

 
If all the necessary documents have been submitted and are consistent, the Certifying 
Authority after the NFP’s recommendation shall apply for a disbursement request to 
the FMO indicated in the report for actual expenditures. 
 
The financial services of each Project Promoter will be responsible for safeguarding all 
justification documents in a file available for control and audit as well all electronic files 
and correspondence according to the Regulation of the implementation of the EEA 
Financial Mechanism 2009-2014 and the Management and Control System. Project 
Promoters should keep documents and files at least three years after the approval by 
the Donors of the Completion Report.  
 
Depending on the legal status of the Project Promoter as it was described in paragraph 
“General aspects”, the Project Promoter should have a separate bank account 
dedicated to the EEA Grants bilateral fund at national level.  
 
Advance payment up to 80% of the total approved budget will be foreseen in cases 
where the Project Promoter is not able to finance from its own sources the foreseen 
works initialization. 
 
Donor Project Partners will be paid on their request directly from the Project Promoter 
and according to issued invoices except in cases where the Project Promoter is a 
private legal entity, a research institution /centre or an NGO. In different cases, the 
Donor Project Partner is being paid through the Certifying Authority.

While the larger companies 
are likely to have well developed security regimes in place, others, with less 
international or operational experience or with economy-of-scale restrictions, may 
have less rigorous and comprehensive security programs and face more difficulties in 
implementing a comprehensive security regime.
